Findings include: On September
18, 2019, on or about 10:00 AM, the American Proficiency Institute (API) proficiency
records and the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Service (CMS) 153 and 155 reports
were reviewed. The review showed that the laboratory had subsequent unsatisfactory
proficiency testing scores for the analyte, white blood cell differential in the specialty
of hematology. The laboratory director is responsible for ensuring that the laboratory
maintains successful participation in proficiency testing.

The review of the American Proficiency Institute (API) proficiency testing records
and the Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services (CMS) 153 and 155 reports on
September 18, 2019 on or about 10:00 AM showed that the laboratory received
unsatisfactory proficiency testing scores for three out of four testing events as shown
below.
