This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:
Based on interview with the Mohs Technician, observation of the Laboratory 
Director's office closet, and review of the Avantik UltraClear Xylene Substitute 
(Xylene Substitute) Safety Data Sheet (SDS) , the laboratory failed to follow 
manufacturer's instructions for Xylene Substitute disposal and storage. Findings 
Included: -Interview with the Mohs Technician on 03/05/24 at 9:03 a.m., revealed the 
Xylene Substitute was discarded down the drain after use. - Observation of the 
Laboratory Director's closet on 03/05/24 at 9:10 a.m., revealed seven bottles of 
Xylene Substitute that were not contained in a fireproof cabinet. -Review of the 
Avantik Xylene Substitute SDS revealed that Xylene Substitute must be stored in a 
fireproof location and kept out of sewers and waterways, because it is a hazard to the 
aquatic environment.
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
