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Summary Statement of Deficiencies

An announced CLIA recertification survey was conducted at Orchid Dermatology
LLC on 7/23/25. The laboratory is not in compliance with 42 CFR Part 493,
Requirements for Laboratories. The following is a description of the standard level
deficiencies:

This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:

Based on observation and interview, the laboratory failed to safely store two of two
Hazardous Waste containers to ensure protection from chemical hazards. Findings
included: 1. During atour of the laboratory on 7/23/25 at 10:30 a.m., two plastic
containers labeled as Hazardous Waste with a Flammable Liquid caution sticker on
them were observed on top of the laboratory safety flammable cabinet. 2. The
Histology tech confirmed on 7/23/25 at 10:50 a.m., the two Hazardous Waste
containers should be stored in the laboratory safety flammable cabinet, but there was
not enough room.
