This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:
Based on proficiency testing record review and staff interview, the laboratory failed to 
receive a passing score of 80 percent for the White Blood Cell Differential analyte for 
the second event of American Proficiency Institute (API) in 2019 . Findings include : 
A review of the API proficiency testing record indicated the laboratory received a 
score of 16 percent for the White Blood Cell Differential analyte for the second event 
in June 30th , 2019 . On 11-26-19 at 12:00 pm , the testing person A and office 
consultant confirmed that laboratory had received a score of 16 percent for the White 
Blood Cell Differential analyte for the 2nd event in 2019 .
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
