(2) The laboratory fails to provide CMS or a CMS agent 
with satisfactory evidence that it has taken steps to correct the problem identified by 
the unsuccessful proficiency testing performance. (3) The laboratory has a poor 
compliance history.

Based on review of proficiency records and confirmed by laboratory personnel, the 
laboratory fails to successfully participate in a proficiency testing program for the 
analyte, compatibility testing, for three consecutive testing events: 2022 testing event 
3, 2023 testing events 1 and 2 (refer to D2181).

Failure to achieve an overall testing event score of satisfactory for two consecutive 
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testing events or two out of three consecutive testing events is unsuccessful 
performance.

This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:
Based on review of proficiency testing reports and confirmed by laboratory personnel, 
the laboratory failed to achieve satisfactory performance for the analyte, compatibility 
testing, for three consecutive testing events for unsuccessful participation. The 
laboratory received unsatisfactory performance scores of 60% for 2022 testing event 3 
and 80% for 2023 testing events 1 and 2.
