Based on review of proficiency testing records and reports, the laboratory fails to 
achieve an overall testing event score of satisfactory performance for two consecutive 
testing events for the subspecialty, toxicology. The laboratory received unsatisfactory 
performance scores of 50% for 2020 testing event 2 and 70% for 2020 testing event 3 
for the subspecialty, toxicology.
