Microbiology second event and the 2017 Immunology/Immunohematology third 
event. The Laboratory Director acknowledged in an interview at 11:30 AM on 02/06
/2018, the laboratory failed to have a system in place to ensure attestation statements 
were signed for all testing events attesting proficiency samples were tested the same 
as patient samples.

This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:
Based on review of proficiency testing results from the American Proficiency Institute 
(API) and staff interview on 02/06/2018, the Laboratory Director failed to ensure the 
laboratory was enrolled in a proficiency testing program for the certified analyte 
Infectious Mononucleosis in the specialty of Immunology. Findings include: Review 
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of API results failed to reveal testing scores for the Infectious Mononucleosis analyte 
for three events in 2016 and three events in 2017. The Laboratory Director 
acknowledged in an interview at 11:30 AM on 02/06/2017, the laboratory failed to 
have a system in place to ensure all testing analytes performed in the laboratory were 
enrolled in an HHS-approved proficiency testing program.
