This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:
Based on review of the CASPER 0155D Report and graded results from the 
proficiency testing organization, College of American Pathologists (CAP), the 
laboratory failed to achieve an overall testing score of satisfactory performance for the 
routine chemistry analyte: PCO2, Blood Gas . The laboratory had unsatisfactory 
scores for the 1st and 3rd events of 2025. Findings include: 1. Review of the CASPER 
0155D report revealed the following unsatisfactory scores: - 2025 Event 1 PCO2, 
Blood Gas: 60% - 2025 Event 3 PCO2, Blood Gas: 60% 2. Further review of the 
laboratory's 2025 CAP PT agency's graded results confirmed the above findings 
resulting in unsatisfactory performance for the routine chemistry analyte: PCO2, 
Blood Gas.
