This STANDARD is not met as evidenced by:

Based on review of the CLIA Laboratory Personnel Report (CMS 209), personnel
gualification records (credentials) and interview with the Laboratory Director (LD),
the laboratory failed to ensure that 1 of 2 Technical Supervisor (TS) met the
requirements to perform technical supervision and scientific oversight for hematology
testing performed from 04/08/2024 to 05/09/2024. Findings include: 1. On the day of
survey, 05/09/2024 at 9:05 am, review of the CM'S 209 form signed by the LD on 05
/09/2024 listed Personnel #2 asa TS for hematology. 2. The laboratory provided the



following personnel credentials for TS #2: - Virginia Polytechnic Institute and State
University Master of Science degree in Animal and Poultry Sciences conferred on
December 17, 2020. - Clemson University Bachelor of Science degreein Animal and
Veterinary Sciences conferred on May 11, 2018. 3. On the day of survey, 05/09/2024
the laboratory could not provide the educational transcripts for TS #2. 4. Review of
records on 05/09/2024 revealed TS #2 reviewed the following in 2024: - Attestation
form for 1 of 1 hematology proficiency testing event - 2 of 2 competency assessments
for TP #1 (CMS 209 personnel #1) 5. Further review of personnel credentials received
on 05/17/2024 revealed that TS #2 did not meet the education requirements to
perform technical supervision of testing performed in hematology. 6. The LD
confirmed the findings above on 05/09/2024 at 10:30 am.
