Review of the annual competency
assessments for the staff identified above revealed: * Laboratory staff B'sinitial (dated
8/3/18) and annual (dated 2/4/19) competency assessments had been completed and
signed by laboratory staff A and the laboratory director. a. The competency
assessment forms did include the assessment of problem solving skills related to the
performance of |aboratory testing. b. The line designated for assessment of problem
solving skills had been left blank on both assessments. * Laboratory staff C'sinitial
(dated 6/14/18) and annual (dated 2/4/19) competency assessments had been
completed and signed by laboratory staff A and the laboratory director. a.
