Based on the review of patient reports from June 2019 to Jan 2021 and interview with
the facility supervisor, it was revealed the laboratory failed to document the review
within 24 hours for all physical examinations/description, including color, weight,
measurement and other characteristics of the tissues; or other mechanical procedures
for 6 out of 8 patient reports reviewed. Findings were: 1. A random review of patient
reports from June 2019 to Jan 2021 revealed testing personnel 4 (TP4) grossed 6 of 8
patients reviewed. Review of |aboratory records revealed no documentation of the
technical supervisor review within 24 hours.
